Associate Justice Jill Greiner graduated from the University of California, Berkeley (B.A. 1985), and Santa Clara University School of Law (J.D. 1989). Ms. Greiner moved to Nevada to clerk at the Nevada Supreme Court, and then she went on to litigate criminal and civil cases at the Washoe County District Attorney’s Office and the Reno City Attorney’s Office. In 1996 Ms. Greiner opened her own practice, focusing on litigation, administrative hearings, and alternative dispute resolution. From 2002 to 2006 Judge Greiner served as the Associate Tribal Judge for the Reno-Sparks Indian Colony, and in 2007 she joined the Inter-Tribal Court of Appeals as an Associate Justice. In 2016 Ms. Greiner became an associate at the litigation firm of Dotson Law, and in 2019 she also became in-house counsel for a national business, Grill Concepts, Inc. and an arbitrator for employee appeals at the Reno-Sparks Indian Colony. From 2007 to 2023 Ms. Greiner also served as a Settlement Judge for the Nevada Supreme Court. Ms. Greiner currently serves as an administrative hearing officer for the Nevada Department of Administration (employee disciplinary and whistleblower hearings), the Nevada State Board of Medical Examiners, the Nevada State Board of Osteopathic Medicine, and the City of Reno. 

 Justice Greiner has attended numerous specialized trainings and conferences, including mediation seminars at Harvard University School of Law, as well as tribal judge trainings at the National Judicial College.
